These woods a re  no t plenti­
ful, however, gnd a re  no t available 
In sufficient q u an titie s  to be widely 
used, so woods like th e  cedars, cy­
press, and redwood a re  commonly 
used whero resistance  to  decay is de­
sired. Woods of low  durability can  
bo mado durable by preservativa 
treatm ent w ith coal t a r  creosote. An 
effective trea tm en t o f th is kind will 
make quick ro ttin g  woods Inst aa  
long or longer th an  th e  m ost durable 
woods can be expected to  last With­
out treatm ent.
